The insulating liner is designed to be supported from the
countertop using the liner hangers. See Fig. 1-1.

Note: Framing the cut-out with side walls, a rear wall, and a
base is permitted.

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The liner front flanges are designed to sit flush against the enclosure front wall. If the countertop extends beyond the front
wall, creating a countertop overhang, it must be cut flush with the front wall for the width of the liner flanges or a gap will
be created exposing the forward portions of the left and right side liner walls. See illustrations above.
